Winner Requirements: The successful applicant will be required to purchase starter ewes from a current MSP member
and provide transportation of the sheep back to their home, purchase a ram or coordinate with their mentor on a breeding
program, ewes must be purchased by September 1 and bred to lamb the following spring, the starter flock must be kept in
the winners possession for a minimum of one year, and a total budget (income and expenses) for the year should be
presented by the applicant at the next MSP annual meeting.
